Comments:

Diagnosis: No findings consistent with Hypertrophic Cardiomyopathy. Leak in tricuspid valve is
mild but the significance of this finding is unknown as to whether it maybe be passed on or may
be hereditary. Some normal cats and dogs have trivial physiologic leaks in their tricuspid valves.

A normal examination today does not mean that HCM will not develop in the future. We
recommend that cats used in breeding programs be screened every 6 months to 1 year.
